The monotypic Leifidium is closely related to Bunodophoron, and differs from that genus in
the completely terete cushion-forming richly branched thallus, the extremely thin cortex, the
almost smooth ascospores and the proper exciple of the ascoma persisting until very late,
when the stiff exciple is shed in one piece.
